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The first attempt lo compile a catalogue of world's stamp was made in 1861 by F.G.O. Berger-Levrault a Strasbourg bookseller and a pioneer stamp collector. He compiled a list of every stamp known to him and circulated it to his friends. It was the first catalogue of the world. The first British catalogue "Aids to stamp collectors" was compiled by F.W, Booty in April 1862. The first edition of Scotts catalogue appeared in 1886. The famous Gibbons catalogue was first lime appeared in 1870.It was the first British catalogue in 3 volumes covered a period from 1840 to 1870.

The 1'irsl regular catalogue of Pakistan Postage Stamps was published in I975 by Mr. A.I. Siddiqi titled "Pak Stampage Catalogue" means age/year wise history of Pakistan Postage Stamps. Later on in 1983 the title of the catalogue was changed as "Collect Pakistan Postage Stamps". It is a detail list of postage stamps of Pakistan, Bhawalpur and Lasbella including the service stamps. Nineteen editions of the catalogue were published uptil now. It is a handy pocket size book printed on art paper. This is the only catalogue of Pakistan postage stamps which is regularly published since 1975. The catalogue is completed 25 years in 2000 and the 20th edition "Siddiqi Catalogue 2000" is under print. A message of the Director General Pakistan

Post Office is regularly published inside title page every year. In the last message Ch. Mohammad Sarwar. Director General. Pakistan Post Office said "I appreciate all his efforts in this regard and wish him more success in his endeavors to promote interest in Pakistan Postage Stamps".

It is the only catalogue of Pakistan Postage Stamps, which is registered under Copy Right Act, Government of Pakistan. A study of the catalogue depicts that detail history of each stamp is mentioned with full illustration and topic on which the stamp is issued, size of stamp and perforation, date of issue, name of the designer and printer,

quantity printed, number of stamps in a sheet, market price of the stamp and first day covers are the major topics. Errors and varieties in each stamp are also mentioned against each stamp. New stamp collectors can up to date knowledge through this catalogue about all the Pakistan postage stamps.

The catalogue received many awards in national and international exhibitions. At National stamp exhibition Pak Philex 83-Lahore and Ecophilex 86-Islamabad Gold medals were awarded to the catalogue. In stamps exhibitions at India, China, France, Hong Kong, Korea and in many other countries Bronze medal was awarded to the catalogue. In 1986 the Prime Minister of Pakistan awarded gold Medal to Mr. A.I. Siddiqi for the issuance of catalogue. 
The catalogue is available for sale from the philatelic Bureaus, Pakistan Post Office at Karachi, Lahore, Rawalpindi, Islamabad, Peshawar, Quetta, Jehlum, Multan and Faisalabad and stamps dealers throughout the world.
